Miss Manners

Spring Clean-up

(Reprint: Where Have All The Trees Gone?)

Clearview Village seems to be quickly losing large numbers of Healthy mature canopy shade trees.  And with their loss the beauty of our neighborhood declines.

When walking through the neighborhood you can notice sidewalks cracked or heaved out of place because of tree roots. Unfortunately this situation is all too common.   The easy way out is to call the town and have the tree taken down, and the sidewalk repaired by a contractor.  If a replacement tree is planted, it is a scrawny sapling no more than 8 feet tall offering no shade, no ambient noise suppression, no home for birds, and lacks the grandeur of its predecessor.

There are alternatives to cutting down healthy mature trees.  Consider pruning tree roots causing sidewalk heaving and have a root barrier installed when appropriate.  Building sidewalks on beds of coarse gravel is also effective at slowing or stopping heaving. Tree roots will not grow through porous gravel; instead, they grow deeper.

Another alternative is curving sidewalk sections near trees to reduce sidewalk heaving.  Curving sidewalks away from the tree provides more room for the tree’s roots.  There is no reason why sidewalks need to be perfectly straight and narrow.  Curved sidewalks not only offer unique character, they save a village asset.  Good examples of curved sidewalks can be viewed at 23 and 26 Eaton Road.

Please consider those healthy mature canopy shade trees along the sidewalks a Clearview Village community treasure belonging to everyone.  Because once they are gone, the scrawny replacements will take 50 years to truly take their place.

Consult with a professional arborist or sidewalk contractor for ideas specific to each situation.

Every effort should be made to preserve mature trees!
