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Annual Meeting – Protect Your Health

The Annual Meeting will be held Thursday, April 22nd, starting at 7pm, at the Syosset Public Library.  Our speaker is Jeffrey Kraut, Senior Vice President of Strategic Planning and Marketing for the North Shore Health system.  Mr. Kraut will give us an overview of our local hospital, Syosset Hospital.  You will learn what Syosset Hospital can do to protect your health in services offered, community needs and any questions you may have.   Officer Jim Fucito from the 2nd Precinct will speak to us about protecting our home from burglaries once again (see below).   In addition, your resident questions on repairing street lighting, sidewalks, community landscaping, etc. will be answered.  Please come and participate.

Protect Your Home from Burglaries

Officer Jim Fucito from the 2nd Precinct discussed burglaries in our surrounding areas at last year’s Annual Meeting.  Most burglaries occur because of “sneak thieves”.   These are people who break in to homes that look empty and are out of the house in only a few minutes with jewelry, cash and other valuables. They generally break in through a backyard door or window.  To help protect your home, Officer Fucito suggested you leave lights and a TV or radio on.  You can use timers to turn lights on and off.  Park cars in the driveway to make the home look occupied.  He suggests not closing shades because the house then looks empty and that a police patrol can’t see in the house.  The Second Precinct, which serves our area, is located at 7700 Jericho Turnpike in Woodbury, 516-573-6200.
